Warm-up
1. When you were a kid, did you wish you had a superpower? Share it with the group

Acts 19:1-6: Baptism of the Holy Spirit and controversies 
2. Have you ever encountered controversies in your church life? How was it handled and what outcomes occurred?

3. In the sermon, we briefly looked at Mt 5:24, Rm 12:18 and Gal 5:22-23 during our REFLECTION time. Take a moment to read through these verses and discuss how we as believers and members of the church can be peacemakers and thereby bear fruit that is of God. Are there particular virtues that are particularly challenging for you? How can we as a group support one another to grow in that area?

Acts 19:13-16: 7 Sons of Sceva, Form without substance
4. It is very easy to deceive ourselves and think that we are godly when we take on the behaviors and conduct of a Christian. But the warning that the sons of Sceva give to us is that apart from the life-giving relationship with Jesus, we only have the form without the substance. We talk much but say very little. How have you seen this to be true in your experience?

6. Where are the battlegrounds of your spiritual battle? As you walk in the Spirit and trust everything to God, share and seek strength and encouragement from your community group members.
